mYesterday I told my grandmother about the group. ®'She loves flowers and birds, but she
can't go out easily to enjoy nature because she uses a wheelchair. T'When I was talking with her,
I had a good idea. I thought, ‘I can help her *go hiking and the other members of the group will s
help her, too.” BWhen I told my grandmother about my idea, she was very glad. 1| thought “it
would be wonderful if we could enjoy beautiful natural places together.
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My father is an “office worker. He is forty-five. He likes baseball very much. He has an old
*bat and it is very important to him. He often says, “This bat is very old, but it's a treasure to me.”

»My father started to play baseball when he was ten. He joined a baseball team for small boys
in his town. He was not a good player, but he enjoyed playing baseball with his friends. When he
went to junior high school, he joined the baseball team at his school. He practiced very hard, buts
he couldn't play in any games ( @ ) there were a lot of better players in the team. But he
didn't “give up. He often thought, ‘T want to play in a game. ,My chance will come someday. I
should practice hard for that day.”

*At last he was “chosen to play in the *last game of his last year of junior high school. He *hit a
home run in the game. He was very happy. When he looks at his old baseball bat, he always w0
remembers ,that day.
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
